Provide things honest in the sight of all men.

II Sam 23:1-4
Now these be the last words of David.  David the son of Jesse said, and the man who was raised up on
high, the anointed of the God of Jacob, and the sweet psalmist of Israel, said, The Spirit of the Lord spake
by me, and his word was in my tongue. The God of Israel said, the Rock of Israel spake to me, He that
ruleth over men must be just, ruling in the fear of God. And he shall be as the light of the morning, when
the sun riseth, even a morning without clouds; as the tender grass springing out of the earth by clear shining
after rain.

And Jabez was more honourable than his brethren:

And Jabez called on the God of Israel, saying, Oh that thou wouldest bless me indeed, and enlarge my
coast, and that thine hand might be with me, and that thou wouldest keep me from evil, that it may not
grieve me!

The Lord is well pleased for his righteousness' sake; he will magnify the law, and make it honourable. But
this is a people robbed and spoiled; they are all of them snared in holes, and they are hid in prison houses:

And when much people were gathered together, and were come to him out of every city, he spake by a
parable: A sower went out to sow his seed: and as he sowed, some fell by the way side; and it was trodden
down, and the fowls of the air devoured it. And some fell upon a rock; and as soon as it was sprung up, it
withered away, because it lacked moisture. And some fell among thorns; and the thorns sprang up with it,
and choked it. And other fell on good ground, and sprang up, and bare fruit an hundredfold.  And when he
had said these things, he cried, He that hath ears to hear, let him hear. And his disciples asked him, saying,
What might this parable be? And he said, Unto you it is given to know the mysteries of the kingdom of
God: but to others in parables; that seeing they might not see, and hearing they might not understand. Now
the parable is this: The seed is the word of God. Those by the way side are they that hear; then cometh the
devil, and taketh away the word out of their hearts, lest they should believe and be saved. They on the rock
are they, which, when they hear, receive the word with joy; and these have no root, which for a while
believe, and in time of temptation fall away. And that which fell among thorns are they, which, when they
have heard, go forth, and are choked with cares and riches and pleasures of this life, and bring no fruit to
perfection. But that on the good ground are they, which in an honest and good heart, having heard the
word, keep it, and bring forth fruit with patience.

Acts 6:1-8
And in those days, when the number of the disciples was multiplied, there arose a murmuring of the
Grecians against the Hebrews, because their widows were neglected in the daily ministration. Then the
twelve called the multitude of the disciples unto them, and said, It is not reason that we should leave the
word of God, and serve tables. Wherefore, brethren, look ye out among you seven men of honest report,
full of the Holy Ghost and wisdom, whom we may appoint over this business. But we will give ourselves
continually to prayer, and to the ministry of the word. And the saying pleased the whole multitude: and they
chose Stephen, a man full of faith and of the Holy Ghost, and Philip, and Prochorus, and Nicanor, and
Timon, and Parmenas, and Nicolas a proselyte of Antioch: Whom they set before the apostles: and when
they had prayed, they laid their hands on them. And the word of God increased; and the number of the
disciples multiplied in Jerusalem greatly; and a great company of the priests were obedient to the faith. And
Stephen, full of faith and power, did great wonders and miracles among the people.

Rom 13:10-13 (tp;)
Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law. And that, knowing the time,
that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed. The
night is far spent, the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the
armour of light. Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and drunkenness, not in chambering and
wantonness, not in strife and envying.

II Cor5:16,17
Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh,
yet now henceforth know we him no more. Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old
things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.

We then, as workers together with him, beseech you also that ye receive not the grace of God in vain. (For
he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have I succoured thee: behold,
now is the accepted time;

By the word of truth, by the power of God, by the armour of righteousness on the right hand and on the
left, By honour and dishonour, by evil report and good report: as deceivers, and yet true;
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Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with
unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?

Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing;
and I will receive you, And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the Lord

Honesty is spiritual power. Dishonesty is human weakness, which forfeits divine help.

446:18-20
A wrong motive involves defeat. In the Science of Mind-healing, it is imperative to be honest, for victory
rests on the side of immutable right.

147:6
    Late in the nineteenth century I demonstrated the divine rules of Christian Science. They were submitted
to the broadest practical test, and everywhere, when honestly applied under circumstances where
demonstration was humanly possible, this Science showed that Truth had lost none of its divine and healing
efficacy, even though centuries had passed away since Jesus practised these rules on the hills of Judaea and
in the valleys of Galilee.

    The author has not compromised conscience to suit the general drift of thought, but has bluntly and
honestly given the text of Truth. She has made no effort to embellish, elaborate, or treat in full detail so
infinite a theme.

115:19-3
SCIENTIFIC TRANSLATION OF MORTAL MIND

First Degree: Depravity.

PHYSICAL.  Evil beliefs, passions and appetites, fear,  depraved will, self-justification, pride, envy, deceit ,
hatred, revenge, sin, sickness, disease,  death.

Second Degree: Evil beliefs disappearing.

MORAL.  Humanity, honesty, affection, compassion , hope, faith, meekness, temperance.

Third Degree: Understanding.

SPIRITUAL.  Wisdom, purity, spiritual understanding,  spiritual power, love, health, holiness.

In Christian Science, a denial of Truth is fatal, while a just acknowledgment of Truth and of what it has
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done for us is an effectual help. If pride, superstition, or any error prevents the honest recognition of
benefits received, this will be a hindrance to the recovery of the sick and the success of the student.

449:13
You should practise well what you know, and you will then advance in proportion to your honesty and
fidelity, — qualities which insure success in this Science; but it requires a higher understanding to teach this
subject properly and correctly than it does to heal the most difficult case.

458:25 The
The Christian Scientist wisely shapes his course, and is honest and consistent in following the leadings of
divine Mind. He must prove, through living as well as healing and teaching, that Christ's way is the only one
by which mortals are radically saved from sin and sickness.

405:5
    Christian Science commands man to master the propensities, — to hold hatred in abeyance with
kindness, to conquer lust with chastity, revenge with charity, and to overcome deceit with honesty. Choke
these errors in their early stages, if you would not cherish an army of conspirators against health, happiness,
and success. They will deliver you to the judge, the arbiter of truth against error. The judge will deliver you
to justice, and the sentence of the moral law will be executed upon mortal mind and body. Both will be
manacled until the last farthing is paid, — until you have balanced your account with God. "Whatsoever a
man soweth, that shall he also reap." The good man finally can overcome his fear of sin. This is sin's
necessity, — to destroy itself. Immortal man demonstrates the government of God, good, in which is no
power to sin.

8:3-18
We never need to despair of an honest heart; but there is little hope for those who come only spasmodically
face to face with their wickedness and then seek to hide it. Their prayers are indexes which do not
correspond with their character. They hold secret fellowship with sin, and such externals are spoken of by
Jesus as "like unto whited sepulchres . . . full . . . of all uncleanness."
    If a man, though apparently fervent and prayerful, is impure and therefore insincere, what must be the
comment upon him? If he reached the loftiness of his prayer, there would be no occasion for comment. If
we feel the aspiration, humility, gratitude, and love which our words express, —  this God accepts; and it is
wise not to try to deceive ourselves or others, for "there is nothing covered that shall not be revealed."

327:22-29 (to 1st .)
    Fear of punishment never made man truly honest.  Moral courage is requisite to meet the wrong and to
proclaim the right. But how shall we reform the man who has more animal than moral courage, and who
has not the true idea of good?  Through human consciousness, convince the mortal of his mistake in
seeking material means for gaining happiness.

272:3-16
    The spiritual sense of truth must be gained before Truth can be understood. This sense is assimilated only
as we are honest, unselfish, loving, and meek.  In the soil of an "honest and good heart" the seed must be
sown; else it beareth not much fruit, for the swinish element in human nature uproots it. Jesus said: "Ye do
err, not knowing the Scriptures." The spiritual sense of the Scriptures brings out the scientific sense, and is
the new tongue referred to in the last chapter of Mark's Gospel.
    Jesus' parable of "the sower" shows the care our Master took not to impart to dull ears and gross hearts
the spiritual teachings which dulness and grossness could not accept.

8:28-30
    We should examine ourselves and learn what is the affection and purpose of the heart, for in this way
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only can we learn what we honestly are.

355:3
    The charge of inconsistency in Christianly scientific methods of dealing with sin and disease is met by
something practical, — namely, the proof of the utility of these methods; and proofs are better than mere
verbal arguments or prayers which evince no spiritual power to heal.

67:25
    The lack of spiritual power in the limited demonstration of popular Christianity does not put to silence
the labor of centuries. Spiritual, not corporeal, consciousness is needed. Man delivered from sin, disease,
and death presents the true likeness or spiritual ideal.

407:11
Here Christian Science is the sovereign panacea, giving strength to the weakness of mortal mind, —
strength from the immortal and omnipotent Mind, — and lifting humanity above itself into purer desires,
even into spiritual power and good-will to man.

454:29-31
The superiority of spiritual power over sensuous is the central point of Christian Science.

15:18-20
We must resolve to take up the cross, and go forth with honest hearts to work and watch for wisdom,
Truth, and Love.

21:9
    If the disciple is advancing spiritually, he is striving to enter in. He constantly turns away from material
sense, and looks towards the imperishable things of Spirit. If honest, he will be in earnest from the start,
and gain a little each day in the right direction, till at last he finishes his course with joy.
