Fear them not therefore: for there is nothing covered, that shall not be revealed; and hid, that shall not be
known. What | tell you in darkness, that speak ye in light: and what ye hear in the ear, that preach ye upon
the housetops. And fear not them which kill the body, but are not able to kill the soul: but rather fear him
which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.

So ye in like manner, when ye shall see these things come to pass, know that it is nigh, even at the doors.

The Lord is my rock, and my fortress, and my deliverer; The God of my rock; in him will | trust: heis my
shield, and the horn of my salvation, my high tower, and my refuge, my saviour; thou savest me from
violence. | will call on the Lord, who isworthy to be praised: so shall | be saved from mine enemies. When
the waves of death compassed me, the floods of ungodly men made me afraid; The sorrows of hell
compassed me about; the snares of death prevented me; In my distress | called upon the Lord, and cried to
my God: and he did hear my voice out of histemple, and my cry did enter into his ears.

He delivered me from my strong enemy, and from them that hated me: for they were too strong for me.
They prevented me in the day of my calamity: but the Lord was my stay. He brought me forth dso into a
large place: he delivered me, because he delighted in me.

Never fear the mental malpractitioner, the mental assassin, who, in attempting to rule mankind, tramples
upon the divine Principle of metaphysics, for God is the only power.
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445:2-8
Also the teacher must thoroughly fit his students to defend themselves against sin, and to guard against the
attacks of the would-be mental assassin, who attemptsto kill morally and physically. No hypothesis asto
the existence of another power should interpose a doubt or fear to hinder the demonstration of Christian
Science.

196:11
"Fear him which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell,” said Jesus. A careful study of this text
shows that here the word soul means a false sense or material consciousness. The command was a warning
to beware, not of Rome, Satan, nor of God, but of sin. Sickness, sin, and death are not concomitants of
Life or Truth. No law supports them. They have no relation to God wherewith to establish their power.
Sin makes its own hell, and goodness its own heaven.

102:16-23
The mild forms of animal magnetism are disappearing, and its aggressive features are coming to the
front. Thelooms of crime, hidden in the dark recesses of mortal thought, are every hour weaving webs
more complicated and subtle. So secret are the present methods of animal magnetism that they ensnare the
age into indolence, and produce the very apathy on the subject which the criminal desires.

102:30-5 (to .)

Mankind must learn that evil is not power. Its so-called despotism is but a phase of nothingness.
Christian Science despoils the kingdom of evil, and pre-eminently promotes affection and virtue in families
and therefore in the community. The Apostle Paul refers to the personification of evil as "the god of this
world," and further definesit as dishonesty and craftiness.

105:22-27
Whoever uses his developed mental powers like an escaped felon to commit fresh atrocities as
opportunity occursis never safe. God will arrest him. Divine justice will manacle him. His sinswill be
millstones about his neck, weighing him down to the depths of ignominy and desath.

106:12
Man's rights are invaded when the divine order is interfered with, and the mental trespasser incurs the
divine penalty due this crime.

103:6-2

The destruction of the claims of mortal mind through Science, by which man can escape from sin and
mortality, blesses the whole human family. Asin the beginning, however, this liberation does not
scientifically show itself in a knowledge of both good and evil, for the latter is unredl.

On the other hand, Mind-science is wholly separate from any half-way impertinent knowledge, because
Mind-science is of God and demonstrates the divine Principle, working out the purposes of good only. The
maximum of good is the infinite God and His ideg, the All-in-all. Evil isasuppositiond lie.

As named in Christian Science, animal magnetism or hypnotism is the specific term for error, or mortal
mind. Itisthefalse beief that mind isin matter, and is both evil and good; that evil isasreal as good and
more powerful. This belief has not one quality of Truth. It is either ignorant or malicious. The malicious
form of hypnotism ultimatesin moral idiocy. The truths of immortal Mind sustain man, and they annihilate
the fables of mortal mind, whose flimsy and gaudy pretensions, like silly moths, singe their own wings and
fall into dust.

In redlity there is no mortal mind, and consequently no transference of mortal thought and will-power.
Life and being are of God. In Christian Science, man can do no harm, for scientific thoughts are true
thoughts, passing from God to man.
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104:29-15

Our courts recognize evidence to prove the motive as well as the commission of acrime. Isit not clear
that the human mind must move the body to a wicked act? Is not mortal mind the murderer? The hands,
without mortal mind to direct them, could not commit a murder.

Courts and juries judge and sentence mortals in order to restrain crime, to prevent deeds of violence or
to punish them. To say that these tribunals have no jurisdiction over the carnal or mortal mind, would be to
contradict precedent and to admit that the power of human law is restricted to matter, while mortal mind,
evil, which isthe real outlaw, defies justice and is recommended to mercy. Can matter commit a crime?
Can matter be punished? Can you separate the mentality from the body over which courts hold jurisdiction?
Mortal mind, not matter, isthe criminal in every case; and human law rightly estimates crime, and courts
reasonably pass sentence, according to the motive.

340:4
Thistext in the book of Ecclesiastes conveys the Christian Science thought, especially when the word
duty, which is not in the original, is omitted: "Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God,
and keep His commandments: for thisis the whole duty of man." In other words: Let us hear the
conclusion of the whole matter: love God and keep His commandments: for thisisthe whole of manin
Hisimage and likeness. Divine Love isinfinite. Therefore al that really existsisin and of God, and
manifests His love.

373:15-21
"The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom," but the Scriptures also declare, through the exalted
thought of John, that "perfect Love casteth out fear."
The fear occasioned by ignorance can be cured; but to remove the effects of fear produced by sin, you
must rise above both fear and sin.

380:19
Nothing but the power of Truth can prevent the fear of error, and prove man's dominion over error.

446:18-25
A wrong motive involves defeat. In the Science of Mind-healing, it isimperative to be honest, for victory
rests on the side of immutable right. To understand God strengthens hope, enthrones faith in Truth, and
verifies Jesus word: "Lo, | am with you alway, even unto the end of the world."
Resisting evil, you overcome it and prove its nothingness.

446:27-30
The exercise of will brings on a hypnotic state, detrimental to health and integrity of thought. This must
therefore be watched and guarded against.

447:24-27
To put down the claim of sin, you must detect it, remove the mask, point out the illusion, and thus get the
victory over sin and so prove its unreality.

447:30-32
A sinner is afraid to cast the first stone. He may say, as a subterfuge, that evil is unreal, but to know it,
he must demonstrate his statement.

447:9-14
Therefore the ruleis, heal the sick when called upon for aid, and save the victims of the mental assassins.
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Ignorance, subtlety, or false charity does not forever conceal error; evil will in time disclose and punish
itself.

458:20-1

Sin makes deadly thrusts at the Christian Scientist as ritualism and creed are summoned to give place to
higher law, but Science will ameliorate mortal malice. The Christianly scientific man reflects the divine law,
thus becoming alaw unto himself. He does violence to no man. Neither is he afalse accuser. The Christian
Scientist wisely shapes his course, and is honest and consistent in following the leadings of divine Mind. He
must prove, through living as well as healing and teaching, that Christ's way is the only one by which
mortals are radically saved from sin and sickness.

Christianity causes men to turn naturally from matter to Spirit, as the flower turns from darkness to light.

450:19-22
The Christian Scientist has enlisted to lessen evil, disease, and death; and he will overcome them by
understanding their nothingness and the allness of God, or good.

450:27
Who, that has felt the perilous beliefs in life, substance, and intelligence separated from God, can say that

there isno error of belief? Knowing the claim of anima magnetism, that all evil combinesin the belief of
life, substance, and intelligence in matter, electricity, animal nature, and organic life, who will deny that
these are the errors which Truth must and will annihilate? Christian Scientists must live under the constant
pressure of the apostolic command to come out from the material world and be separate. They must
renounce aggression, oppression and the pride of power. Christianity, with the crown of Love upon her
brow, must be their queen of life.

201:7
We cannot build safely on false foundations. Truth makes a new creature, in whom old things pass awvay
and "al things are become new." Passions, selfishness, false appetites, hatred, fear, al sensuadlity, yield to
spirituality, and the superabundance of being is on the side of God, good.

571:15
At all times and under all circumstances, overcome evil with good. Know thyself, and God will supply
the wisdom and the occasion for a victory over evil. Clad in the panoply of Love, human hatred cannot
reach you. The cement of a higher humanity will unite all interests in the one divinity.
